pomérné pestry. Jediny ¢iste historicky orientovany piispévek si v§ima moznosti vyuziti
historického mistopisu pro potieby archeologie; konkrétni ptinos mistopisného studia pak
ilustruje ptispévek vénovany vyzkumu ran¢ novoveké zvonarské dilny v Praze. Vyrobnich
objektt, resp. celych vyrobnich aredlt si v§imaji i dva dalsi texty (novoveéka cihelna

v Jaroméfi, renesancni sklarna v Broumech). Dalsi pfispévky jsou zaméteny na zhodnoceni
vyzkumt jak rozsdhlejSich lokalit (naddvofti jezuitské koleje v Kutné Hote, dim zbrojniho
pisafe na Prazském hrad¢, opevnéni Hradce Kralové, zanikla vesnice Horni Viska apod.), tak i
jednotlivych objektl (odpadni jimka z prazské Malé Strany, studna v Rakovniku). Dalsi
skupina ¢lank si pak v§ima jednotlivych artefaktt ¢i celych nalezovych soubori (sklo,
kachle, dymky, novokiténské fajanse).

Studies in Post-Medieval Archaeology 2.

This volume covers the conference Forum Archaeologiae Post-Mediaevalis, organized by
Archaia Praha o. p. s. in March 2006, and is a follow up to the first volume published by the
Institute of Archaeology in 1990.

As the subtitle itself (Material culture from the end of the 15™ century and its reflection in
archaeological, written and iconographic sources) suggests, the content of the volume is rather
varied. The only purely historically-oriented contribution pays heed to the possibilities of
archive studies and its use in archaeology. The particular results of such studies are
demonstrated in the contribution dealing with the excavations of an Early Modern bell
foundry in Prague. Two other contributions are devoted to the excavations of manufacturing
sites — the Modern period brickworks in Jaromét and the Renaissance glassworks in Broumy.
Further contributions concentrate on the results of excavations both of larger localities
(courtyards of a Jesuit college in Kutna Hora, the house of the armoury scribe at Prague
Castle, Late Medieval fortifications of the town of Hradec Kralové, the deserted village of
Horni Viska in West Bohemia, etc.), and of single features (a Renaissance cesspit from Mala
Strana in Prague, a Late Medieval well in Rakovnik). Another group of contributions pays
attention to single artefacts or larger collections of finds (glass, stove tiles, tobacco pipes,
Anabaptist ceramics).
